While the year 2’s are away, the remaining
students are spending time working on targeted individual skills and interests such as reading aloud,
greeting new people and creating art works.

The students have settled back into their routines and are excited to learn more
about penguins in science. We have been learning about the different types of
penguins, where they live, what they like to eat and many more facts. During
literacy time, the students are learning about ‘Growth Mindset’ and how making
mistakes helps us learn. We have been listening to ‘Little Penguin Learns to Fly’ and writing about
persevering when things don’t go to plan. In maths, we are focussing on place value, time, money and
multiplication. The class is excited to start inclusion. The Year 5’s will be participating in maths. The year
4’s will be participating in Clubs and the year 3’s will be making cards. We continue to build our tennis
skills with Mel and learn how to cook easy recipes.

On the second last day of last term we ventured down the road to Hungry Jack's for an excursion. Some of
the boys ate so many burgers they were close to making it into the Guinness book of records. It was a fun
day out and we all had a Whopper of a time.

In cooking class this term students are learning to cook dinner recipes. In week two, students cooked
chicken nuggets and according to most, they were as good if not better than the ones we had to pay for
at Hungry Jack’s.

In the second week of this term the LSU had three new interactive whiteboards installed. It looks like a
whole new level of teaching and learning experiences will be possible with these new devices and we are
learning more each day about how to use them to their full potential.

In Geography we are looking at geological changes and extreme weather events. A recent experiment saw
students cut through hard-boiled eggs and compared what they saw to the layers of the Earth.

In this Geography unit we are looking at the 2004 Asian tsunami and the 2011 Japanese earthquake along
with other natural disasters that have happened in recent times. Students are also learning what to do in
emergency type situations such as an earthquakes.

We also have some exciting hands on miniature volcano experiments in the works, this ties in nicely with
our Science unit where we are looking at how igneous, metamorphic and sedimentary rocks are formed.
Fractions, decimals and percentages will be the focus in Maths this term along with measurement using
metric units. By the end of this unit students will have a better understanding of how to use percentages
in ‘real world’ situations such as price discounts in shops.

In English students are gathering information about how to write short stories. The language features,
images and vocabulary that are used by authors in short stories to present different ideas characters and
events will be considered and students will be challenged to write a short story about a character that
faces conflict.

Year 7
English: Students are finishing their fantastic worlds unit before going onto life writing, which will
culminate in an Alpha-biography based on their own life.

Humanities: Students are looking at the water cycle in Australia and the effects of water on our economy
and population.

Year 8
English: Students are currently doing their novel study, students may be reading Trash, Tomorrow when
the war begaror are working on fictional short story appreciation.

Humanities: Students are studying landscapes and landforms. They are looking at how people live in
different environments and how we can sustainably in these environments. Students will then move on to
natural disasters.

Year 9
English: Students are studying Romeo and Julietr The Twelfth NightStudents are performing short
excerpts in class to get a feeling for the language and performance of Shakespeare.

Humanities: Students are studying biomes and food security. Students are looking at how we use the
environment in Australia to support our population and the economic impact of farming in Australia.
Students will also visit the kitchen garden to investigate food production.

Year 10
English: Students are working on either To kill a mockingbirdr Macbeth They are examining characters
and motivation, looking especially at devices the authors use to create character and plot.

Humanities: Students are studying key challenges to human sustainability. Students will then go on to
study human wellbeing and the challenges that humanity faces.
